Elements of Music
Â Melody :  a succession o musical sounds that are perceived 

as belonging together.

Â Rhythm :  refers to the organization of musical sounds in 
time.

Â Harmony :  pertains to the movement and relationship of 
intervals and chords.

Â Musical Texture :  refers to the number of lines of music 
being performed and to the relationships among different 
musical lines.

Â Musical Form:  refers to how a composition is put 
together.  Most forms are based on repetition and contrast.

Â Tempo and Dynamics:  Tempo is the rate of speed of the 
music and dynamics describes the degree of softness or 
loudness in music.
