Elements of Art Analysis
Feldman Model

ÅDescription

ïMake objective or value-neutral statements about the 
work in question. Exclude interpretations and 
evaluations, and instead take an objective inventory 
of the work. Point out single features such as objects, 
trees, and people. Then point out abstract elements 
such as shapes and colors. Finally point out textures, 
which can lead to a description of the "characteristics 
of execution." 



Elements of Art Analysis
Feldman Model

ÅFormal Analysis
ïMake statements about the relations among the 

things you named in the Descriptions. You should 
note similarities in formal elements--such things as 
color, shape, or direction. Then note dissimilarities 
(contrasts) in those same elements. Take note of 
continuities (such as the color red repeated 
throughout the work) and of connections (for 
example, the shape of a window repeated in the 
shape of a table) between these formal elements and 
the subject matter. Finally, note the overall qualities 
of the work. 
ïIn formal analysis, you discover how the principles 

of art are used to organize the art elements of line, 
color, value, shape, form, space and texture.



Elements of Art Analysis
Feldman Model

ÅInterpretation

ïMake statements about the meanings of the work. 
This is the most creative part of your critique. Using a 
hypothesis, support it with arguments, based on 
evidence given in the Description and Formal 

Analysis .

ïIn interpretation, you will explain or tell the 
meaning or mood of the work



Elements of Art Analysis
Feldman Model

ÅJudgment
ïThis is the most complex part of the critique and 

requires an opinion regarding the worth of an object, 
based on what was learned in the previous stages of 
the critique. Are you moved by this work? What do 

you think of it?

ïIn judgment, you determine the degree of artistic 
merit
