 This is a year-round facility run in cooperation with CCPS, FL DOE/DJJ and a private corporation to educate and  
 rehabilitate moderate-risk juvenile offenders from this region.  Although education staff is hired by the private  
 corporation, they are able to use CCPS-certified guest teachers.  This facility is located in the Everglades near the
