• Clean, neat clothing 
• Waist length (minimum) shirts 
• School/administrative staff/ tee 

shirts/spirit shirts on spirit/theme 
days (Employees not wearing 
school/spirit tee shirts or whatever 
the theme for the day implies, are 
expected to comply with 
professional dress guidelines for 
all other student days.  Principals 
are expected to set the guidelines 
for spirit days.) 

 
 
• Suits, dresses, pant suits, dress 

slacks, skirts and blouses, 
including denim dresses and 
jumpers and dress denim slacks 

• Dress/career shorts/skorts as part 
of a coordinated outfit providing 
the length is at or below the 
fingertips when arms are at the 
side 

• Sleeveless blouses and dresses 
• Dress length top with knit 

pants/leggings 
 
 
• Long, casual dress slacks or dress 

denim pants (belted or with 
suspenders) on student days 
(including JROTC instructors) 

• Collared shirts (including jersey) 
on student days required 

• Ties are required for 
administrators (unless wearing a 
spirit day shirt)
