The Race Inside Me : the story of Wilma Rudolph

Wilma Rudolph became the first American woman ever to win three gold medals in 

a single Olympics. She accomplished that feat in Rome, Italy, in 1960. The roads to 

Rome, from Rome, and in Rome were filled with challenges and victories for this 

spunky black woman. Rudolph grew up in the 1940s and 50s in Clarkesville, Ten-

nessee, a community divided by segregation and poverty. Born prematurely in a 

family of 22 children, she was a victim of polio and paralysis. Rudolph learned to 

walk, then run, then star in athletics. She made her first Olympic team as a junior in 

high school. That same year she lost a friend to a tragic car accident, became preg-

nant, and was awarded a scholarship. Her athletic skill allowed her to travel the 

world and change the course of segregation in her hometown. She met Jackie Robin-

son and John F. Kennedy along the way. The Race Inside Me presents an inspiring 

woman who overcame great challenges to win gold medals.

Woodson, from a child's point of view, paints a poignant picture of an adoles-

cent's personal search for hope, intermingling relationships and experiences of 

the characters' lives. Frannie's thoughts betray a maturity beyond her age. This 

novel is a realistic view into the heart of its characters. This beautiful, heartfelt 

story of hope addresses the needs of the new kid in school, those living on the 

"wrong side" of town, prejudices of racism, fear and sadness of loss in a family 

who has experienced death, pain and poverty, and the silent world of a deaf per-

son. Feathers touches the soul of the reader who is seeking hope, looking for the 

goodness in others and contemplating that "maybe there's a little bit of Jesus in-

side of all of us."
